General Nates:

Dimension "A": The smaller the distance between the light and the blade, the higher concentration and frequency of shuttering. So the greater distance "A” is from the fan blade,
the less the shuttering effact.

Dimension "B": The closer the light is located to the center of the fan, the higher the frequency of shuttering.

Ambient light: Another variable increasing the shuttering effect is the amount of ambient light available. The more lights, the less the effact. As shown, the more ovarlapping
patterns the less shuttering/strobing. The type of light can also influznce the effect. For example, 2 domed light is more sensitive than a fluorescent tube.

Summary: Variakles that affect strobing are (1] blade to light height, (2) the fan canter to light dimension, and (3] the amount of ambient light within the space. To minimize the

possible negative effects of strobing, follow all MacroAir installation instructions including clearance reguirements.
